Blessing: “Blessed is he who reads and those who hear the 
words of the prophecy, and heed the things which are 
written in it; for the time is near.” (Rev 1:3)

• and those that are to take place after this
(4-22).

(1 Thess 4:13-18; Phil 3:20; Matt 24:15-31; Zech 14:4-11; Rev 
19:11-21, 20:1-6).

SECTION 12: THE ETERNAL STATE

We believe the souls of believers in Jesus Christ do, at death, 
immediately pass into His presence, and there remain with Him until 
the resurrection of our earthly bodies at His coming for the Church, 
when our souls and imperishable bodies shall be with Him forever in 
glory. We believe the souls of unbelievers remain after death in 
constant misery in Hades until the final judgment of the Great White 
Throne at the close of the millennium when soul and body reunited 
shall be cast into the Lake of Fire, not to be annihilated, but to be 
punished with everlasting separation from the presence of the Lord 
(Luke 16:19-26, 23:43; 1 Cor 15:42-44; 2 Cor 5:8; Phil 1:23; 2 Thess 1:7-
9; Rev 20:11-15).

And between the throne and the four living creatures and 
among the elders I saw a Lamb standing, as though it had 
been slain, with seven horns and with seven eyes, which 
are the seven spirits of God sent out into all the earth.

Now I watched when the Lamb opened one of the seven 
seals, and I heard one of the four living creatures say with 
a voice like thunder, “Come!”

Servants

have sealed the servants of our God on their foreheads.” 
And I heard the number of the sealed, 144,000, sealed 
from every tribe of the sons of Israel.

Bowls
Then I heard a loud voice from the temple telling the 
seven angels, “Go and pour out on the earth the seven 
bowls of the wrath of God.”
(Rev 16:1)





Word # 10 (Rev 17-18)

Babylon
And he called out with a mighty voice,
“Fallen, fallen is Babylon the great!
She has become a dwelling place for demons,
a haunt for every unclean spirit,
a haunt for every unclean bird,
a haunt for every unclean and detestable beast.”
(Rev 18:2)



Word # 11 (Rev 19)

Return
Then I saw heaven opened, and behold, a white horse! 
The one sitting on it is called Faithful and True, and in 
righteousness he judges and makes war.
(Rev 19:11)



Word # 12 (Rev 20)

Millennium
Then I saw thrones, and seated on them were those to whom the 
authority to judge was committed. Also I saw the souls of those who 
had been beheaded for the testimony of Jesus and for the word of 
God, and those who had not worshiped the beast or its image and 
had not received its mark on their foreheads or their hands. They 
came to life and reigned with Christ for a thousand years.
(Rev 20:4)



Word # 13 (Rev 20)

GWTJ
Then I saw a great white throne and him who was seated 
on it. From his presence earth and sky fled away, and no 
place was found for them.
(Rev 20:11)



Word # 14 (Rev 21-22)

New
Then I saw a new heaven and a new earth, for the first 
heaven and the first earth had passed away, and the sea 
was no more.
(Rev 21:1)
