Kalam Cosmological Argument (Gen. 1:1)

 Whatever begins to exist has a cause of its existence.
* The universe began to exist.

* Therefore, the universe has a cause of its existence.

* The cause of the existence of the universe is God.
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Moral Argument (Rom. 2:14)

* |[f God does not exist, objective moral values and duties do not
exist.

* Objective moral values and duties do exist.
 Therefore, God exists.
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Existential Argument (Ex. 3:14)

 Whatever does not exist by its own essence must be caused to exist
by something else.

* There are things which do not exist by their own essence.

* Therefore, there are things which are caused to exist by something
else.

* An infinite regress of things which are caused to exist by something
else is impossible.

» Therefore, there is something which exists by its own essence and is
the cause of the existence of other things.

* That which exists by its own essence and is the cause of the
existence of other things is God.
